European Leaders support 

Mircea Geoana as the new President of Romania

On the 6th of December, the second round of Romania's presidential elections will take place. Mircea Geoana, the Social Democrat challenger, and Traian Basescu, the centre-right incumbent, will face off in the second round. Mr Geoana, a former foreign minister and ambassador to Washington, promises a more consensual and technocratic alternative to Mr Basescu's confrontational style of politics.

During the first round of elections, the current President suffered a blow. The great result for Mircea Geoana delighted the Party of European Socialists. The Socialists are happy to see the high electoral support he enjoys for the office of President of Romania.
